GUIDELINES FOR UCEAP COURSES 

UCEAP courses may be applied toward…  

• Lower Division Major Prep, Major Core, and Elective Courses 
Students interested in satisfying major or minor requirements with 
courses from abroad must petition with the Director of Undergraduate 
Studies at the UCLA ELTS Department for approval  by providing a syllabi 
or detailed course descriptions. 
 
 
 

OTHER NOTES 
• Students interested in pursuing research or internships abroad may be 
eligible for major credit. 
 
• Students are not restricted to taking courses only in their major abroad. 
You may also consider courses abroad to satisfy GE, minor, foreign language 
& upper division unit requirements.
